Prox Switches IP69K Photo Electric Sensors

What does this really mean to You.

IP69K sounds interesting, perhaps the name of a new car or some secret agent!!!   

IP rating system is the birth child of our friends in Europe and for some of us, a part of our everyday language when referring to the level of protection for products in regards to how they perform in different environments.

IP69K is a special designation for devices subjected to high-pressure and temperature wash downs, such as those found in the food processing.  Its use identities protection against hot-steam-jet cleaning per EN 60529 and DIN 40050-9.  The rating’s K suffix means the sensor must withstand direct application of extremely high-pressure water jets.  Water at a pressure of 100 bar(1,450 psi)blasts the sensor at angles of 0, 30, 60 and 90 degrees for 30 second at each point (120 second total time) at a temperature of 80 C.  Absolutely no water ingress is permitted in devices that obtain this difficult rating.

Industries that would be best suited for such high quality and performing products; food processing(human & animal), drug companies, surgical equipment, chemical and beverage bottling.
